CRITERIA FOR PARTICIPATION:  
This is primarily a cultural event. All participants must meet the overall participation criteria set by the 
Festival’s Executive Committee. Participants may be a community based group/organization or a 
government agency; all interested participants must have understanding and appreciation of Latino 
cultures and people; booths must promote a positive image of Latino values, contributions and culture; 
booths must have bilingual personnel available throughout the event; and preference will be given to 
agencies/groups with a demonstrated record of serving the Latino community. 
 
SPACE/BOOTH DETAILS:  
The standard space size is 10’ x 10’. You will be provided a table for your area. Personal equipment such 
as chairs and shade canopies will be accepted if they meet the Festival’s guidelines. Set-up and tear-
down of the booths will be the responsibility of the vendor.  
 
DATE/TIME AND SET-UP: 
The Festival will be taking place Sunday, April 29, 2012 at Cal Expo from 10:00am-6:00pm. Please be 
prepared to arrive early, between 7:00am-8:00am for set-up.
